We, the undersigned signatories, alarmed by reports of irregularities in the recent
parliamentary elections, hereby express our support for civil society in Georgia, which
is calling for a thorough investigation into the electoral irregularities.

We express our solidarity with your struggle to maintain the European and democratic
direction of the country in the face of forces seeking to challenge and reverse this direction.

According to international and domestic observers, the elections were marred by

several systematic manipulations. It is alleged that the outcome of the polls was affected
by distortions of a fair and free electoral process, in particular vote-buying, multiple
voting, violations of the secrecy of the ballot and the control of who voted, inadequate
guarantees for the security of the vote and coordinated intimidation of voters by groups of
aggressive men in the vicinity of the polling stations.

The way in which the ruling party conducted the election campaign was also controversial,
with voters and women voters being scared of war and the associated decline, loss of
employment and social benefits. In doing so, it pressured particularly vulnerable and poor
voters, who often live in an information vacuum, to give it their vote. Discrepancies in
election results in some constituencies are indicated by polling agencies as well as

by statistical analyses of voting behaviour. All of these suspicions need to be investigated and
everything must be done to ensure that the elections reflect the true will of the Georgian
people and to restore confidence in a fair and just electoral process.

Georgia's struggle for its future is a struggle for the future of Europe as well as for the true
shape of democracy in the 21st century. The determination and will to defend democratic and
European values is embodied today, alongside Ukraine's heroic defence against Russia's
barbaric aggression, more than anywhere else, through you, the hundreds of thousands of
Georgian citizens who do not want to accept the hijacking of democracy, which you have
fought hard and sacrificed for in recent times. You are an inspiration and an encouragement to
the whole world. Attempts to hijack democracy, to undermine the rule of law are also a pain
in our country, in Slovakia. And that is why we follow and feel your efforts with great
tension.

We stand with you, we stand by you, and we wish you all the best in your fight.
Georgia's future is in the EU.
